CONNECT (BUILD RELATIONSHIPS)

Read Colossians 3:15, John 16:33, Acts 10:36, Romans 5:1-2,
Ephesians 2:13-17, and Colossians 1:19-20. How do these
verses help give us a fuller understanding of the peace of Christ?

Read Colossians 3:16. If a community of believers were to allow
the message of Christ to dwell in them richly, how do you think
that would manifest itself among them and among those who
aren’t yet followers of Christ?

Read Colossians 3:17 and Philippians 2:9-11. How do the words
in Philippians connect to the encouragement in Colossians to do
everything in the name of Jesus?
