All questions are welcomed and respected. 

ü We will pray regularly with and for one another, as well as for our church, our 
communities and the world. 

Activating Our Faith – Commit 

ü We will reach out by serving others in our church and in our community 
individually by joining a Compass serve team or by volunteering in other 
Compass ministries/programs. 

ü We will identify a project, or area of ministry that our group will partner with to 
help us to apply the biblical truths we are learning. 

ü We will challenge each other to take “Next Steps” in our faith journey.
